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In this publication we analyzed treatment in 23 clinical cases of brain abscess in children aged
from 3 month to 16 years, which were treated in St. Petersburg Child Hospital N 5 from 2005 to



2013. The article describes the volume of laboratory and instrumental diagnostic measures. It shows
the obtained data on the clinical condition of the patients and the results of the laboratory and
instrumental examinations. It describes the notion about brain abscesses etiology in children
indicating the results obtained. The publication presents the principles of a differentiated approach
to the treatment of brain abscesses in children. A tactic of conservative treatment, indication for
conservative treatment, shows antibiotics and duration of therapy in children are demonstrated. A
time and indication for surgery is presented with designation of surgical methods. The study reports
the clinical cases of conservative treatment and surgery of brain abscesses in children.
