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The effects of alcohol on the fetus is one of the leading preventable factors of birth defects and
development imbalances. Objective: to determine the level of knowledge of 4th year students of



medical faculty on the teratogenic effects of alcohol on the fetus. Conduct their training in the form
of training on this issue and assess the effectiveness of the training. An anonymous survey of 77 4th
year students of medical faculty who have been trained (training) on fetal alcohol syndrome.
Questionnaires were administered before and after training. According to the study revealed that
many of the students are not well informed on matters relating to fetal alcohol syndrome. It is
shown that those students who have been trained, better know about the harmful effects of alcohol
on the fetus, which indicates the effectiveness of the training, as a method of learning. Thus,
students, future doctors should be informed about the consequences of the impact of alcohol on the
fetus. This should help to prevent the birth of children with lifelong disorders of vital organs that
have arisen under the influence of alcohol and is a major cause of human mental development.
