ESSENTIAL POLYSEMY OF INFORMATION

The purpose of this research was the experimental check of influence of synonymous and
antonymous complication on the subsequent remembering of verbal information. It was supposed
that in the course of purposeful and non-purposeful synonymous and antonymous substitution of
the arget word there is an increase or reduction of hypotheses on the target word made by
consciousness. Various influence of presentation of synonyms and antonyms on cognitive activity



will be observed as a result. In this research three experimental conditions were used: presentation
of isolated words to be memorized (without a context); presentation of the same words in a
sentence; and, presentation of words with a semantically related picture. Efficiency of semantically
complicated information is shown in conditions of non-contextual word presentation. Background
presentation of information semantically connected with the target word facilitates subsequent
remembering. At the same time the context hinders reproduction of semantically changed words in
comparison to presentation of these words in other conditions. Results are interpreted according to
V. M. Allakhverdov’s theory of consciousness. Refs 14. Figs 11. Table 1.
