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The article analyzes the current state of the conceptual apparatus of the system of “parent-
child” relations in family psychology. Present research aims to examine parenting style
characteristics, indicators of parental attitude, child-parent interaction among parents of
preschoolers. The study involved 564 parents of preschoolers. Methods used were: “Analysis of
family relationships” questionnaire by E. Eidemiller and V. Yustitskis; “Parent relationship to a
child questionnaire” by A. Varga, V. Stolin; “Questionnaire of the parent-child interaction” by L.



Markovskaya. The analysis revealed a tendency to defi ciency of sanctions and prohibitions, to
symbiotic relationship with the child, to infantilization and to increased control among modern
parents of preschoolers. Differences in the degree of guardianship and acceptance of the child
among fathers and mothers were identified with no signifi cant differences in the education of boys
and girls.
