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The paper describes the struggle conception fundamentals by Jacques Novicow, a sociologist
of the bioorganismic concept working at the turn of the XXth century. Th e definition of the
concept “struggle”, its function, phases, forms and modes, its aims are examined in the work. The
article gives an idea of Novicow’s approach to struggle and violence, the problem which became
urgent by the end of the XXth century, and his emphasis on the positive functions of the confl ict.
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
