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Ethnic identity seems to be one of the main identities in the modern world. The process of
ethnic self-identification is especially pronounced among ethnic groups living in the countries
where they are a minority. What is the ethnic identity of these minorities? How and what keeps
their ancestral identity? The article shows the results of field research on the nature of the ethnic
identity of Russians living in Shiwei-Russian national parish (Tryokhrechye) of the Chinese People’s
Republic. Russian living in the area have a double Russian-Chinese identity. The main contributing
elements to preserving the Russian identity are: Orthodox Christianity, the use of the russian
language, russian historical memory of the ancestors of the family. In addition the Chinese
government in this process is an active actor in supporting the Russian identity in the region
through the promotion of Orthodoxy (construction of the temple, the organization of collective
rituals) and supporting the russian business (tax breaks ethnic tourism).
