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This paper aims to present some preliminary results of the research project on labor migrants’
discontent. The project was supported by the Russian Humanities Scientific Foundation and the
Russian institute for advance study. Our group has conducted a desk research and organized a series
of discussions concerning the main theoretical references to be used in our ongoing study, as well as
methods and specific techniques of gathering and analyzing empirical data. In this article we will
concentrate on the theoretical framework developed by our group so far, and in particular try to
argue in favor of sociology of emotions as a conceptual toolkit best suited for studying discontent.
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
