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The article explores the reflection of historical images in social expectations and attitudes of
contemporary Russians. The author starts from the fact that a significant dimension of social
expectations is constituted by a subjective time axis, which transfers the images of the past (the facts
and their interpretation) to the images of the living present and desirable future. The inconsistency
of social expectations and social reality leads to a deterioration of social mood and well-being,
moreover, a mechanical transfer of images of the past to the requirements for modern society
prevents positive intergroup interaction. To clarify the content of historical images, uniting people,
the author conducted a survey where participants were asked to identify historical events and
figures in Russian history, giving them a sense of pride, as well as events and figures, evoking a



feeling of shame or regret. It turned out, in particular, that the most positive emotions are produced
by historical figures of the Russian Empire period (1st place — Peter the Great), events of the Soviet
era (the victory in World War II and Gagarin’s flight), while modernity (events and figures of the
post-Soviet time) mainly provoke negative feelings. Refs 3. Tables 4.
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
