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The article represents a part of empiric study conducted in the Russian universities (Moscow
State University and St. Petersburg State University) from 2010 to 2012 dedicated to values and
traditions study of major universities of the country. The issue is settled by means of analysis of
universities’ professors and members’ profound expert interviews. Through a story of their
educational biographies experts revitalize the image of metropolitan university of Soviet period
during various periods of Soviet era (from the time of Khrushchev to postperestroika), reconstruct
the atmosphere of student’s life, the image of studentship of “their” years of studies, retrospectively
demonstrate in what way and how university values and traditions had been saved and changed,
what is currently happening to a university as a specific culture-forming environment. It becomes



more important and actual in the period of shift of one educational (and world-view
correspondingly) paradigm to another at the moment of its value selection and definition. Refs 3.
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
